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Preface

Richard Chamberlain Golf Design (RCGD) was commissioned in June 2011 to meda@ ¢lole Golf Course Master Plan (GCMP) for the Redcliffe Golf Club.

The Design Brief from the Club (RGC) was to maintain the integrity ofxtistireg routing of golf holes but address the individual quality and strategiesiofgelf hole. There was also an instruction that the current bunkers on
the golf course were in poor condition and needed to be replaced or refurbished and withitinilsthe locations of each bunker should be considered in addition to their construction methsd ahdregoing maintenance.

As a planning tool, the GCMP depicts in conceptual form a collecfiamegrated ideas, upon which future detailed design and constructidmedaased. Its primary function is to provide direction for curnedtfature
Committees, so that wasteful construction and expenditure is avoided. It provides a seuiod the establishment of budgets, staging of works and temporary plageanents.

The process for this project includes the following:
a) Production of &olf Course Master Planfor display within the golf clubhouse.
b) Production of @esign Reportin written form to compliment the Master Plan.
c) The attendance at the Annual General Meeting by the golf coursesatthitliscuss and explain the rationale of the design intentions.



Introduction

The existing site measures 117 acres (47.7 Ha) and containghiteeai hole golf course, a small practice fairway, the clubhengesurrounds and the maintenance facility. The terrain possEssegh movement to provide
variety and interest in all golf holes.

The history of the golf club and course dates back to the 1930’s and there have beenhsmga and innovations to the course during its history. The owners and caddtdkerslub seem to have maintained a strong intent
to “change with the times” and “modernise” the facility as required whichriginly a pleasing and positive philosophy.

This brings us to this point in 2011 whereby the bunkering needs to besmdtessl it makes perfect sense to look at the golf courseca®i@il package and investigate the strategies, strengthsemikmhe@sses of the golf
course. It has been indicated that most of the putting greens avedrcgndition and the club would prefer not to change most of these"TH&5and 16' though have been earmarked as the priorities to be re-built or
repaired.

It is always a difficult task to make changes to the greewwods and bunkering without touching the actual putting surface but | biélearebe achieved in most cases on the golf course. There areesTmmemendations to
fully re-build six putting greens and surrounds to vastly improve the golf hole® Greens are thé®35", 7", 12" 13" and 18"

When assessing the strengths and weaknesses of a golf course therearfastre that should be considered:
a) Engineering constraints (eg. drainage or turf wear problems)
b) Strategy
c) Aesthetics
d) Safety

As we delve into the analysis of each golf hole, later in #psit these various factors will be discussed in more detailifimediate points of concern were the drainage issues down dhdhe a8' fairways and the safety
problem associated with the"1f2es wedged in between to putting greens.

After providing my preliminary thoughts and studies of the golfreeu felt no need to radically change the routing of the goéshdlhe layout is strong and has a very good reputation in the goibrid. | believe the
individual strategies of each golf hole could be improved with some better placedibgrkel a couple of new putting surfaces. | am a strong advocate of risk andl design principles and in most cases only one side of the
green or fairway needs to provide an obstacle to produce imaginateresting and challenging golf holes. | believe that yourectilayout has about 65 bunkers on it and after the planning prdtass feduced this number

to about 40. After grasping the full concept of risk and reward design principie& you will agree that these 40 bunkers provide much more benefit to the course than then@y cuplay.

As an added benefit to the reduction in bunkering it obviously providesea fieincial result with less construction costs to repair durel and more importantly less time and cost to provide ongoing mamte. | will also
be strongly recommending the use of “Geofabrics Bunker Mattsineconstruction as this product provides excellent resultedsydontamination between soil and sand, less bunker washouts apalllpisyging. This
product alone will save the maintenance crew many hours of repair work.

This report will firstly address some general course recentations and then analyse each individual golf hole. | stronglywééhat if a long term plan is adopted to implement these chémgeshe profile and enjoyment of
the Redcliffe Golf Club will certainly be increased be a significant degree.



General Recommendations

Whilst the latter parts of this report analyse each golf hole and provide moificsgeommendations there are a few general comments and suggestitesdverall flow and style of the golf course.

Clubhouse and Surrounds.

The clubhouse and pro shop precinct sits close bySttieeland whilst the large protective fence is not the beStaiesfeature it certainly provides ample safety fromsteats. Without radical chances to the routing of golf
holes | suggest we maintain this large fence. The membextls Idoks out over formal gardens and over the golf course. In my opini@amighsuitable location for “formal” landscaping is near the clubhbuses we are
intending to use a lot more native shrubs and grasses throughguelftheurse | would like to blend a few of these varieties intethges of the formal gardens. It should act as a nicettcemsone from the formal clubhouse
zone into the more natural golf course landscape.

The main practice putting green could in time be enlarged and provide a few moregongdsdo not see this as a high priority though as there are more presamguren the golf course.
Whilst the practice area is small it does serve a purpose for short gante Atran opportune time in the future the target green could be remodelled and the lplaked iie the same style as the remainder of the golf course.

Vegetation.

The majority of the golf course is carved though corridors lineBuxalypts. Whilst | do not propose to act as a landscapdeatcfar the course | must stress though that the course b&okegtives and remove any exotic
species that exist. In particular the gardens and areas aroustioéeds be planted in_a non-formal manner with native grasses and dhraljmlette of plants selected for the golf course should beswvepje and not have too
many species scattered throughout the layout.

Discussions have already been held with the Course Superintendedinggame trials for these native grasses. | suggesinmialfew varieties in subtle and unobtrusive locations on the coume e commit to planting

in large volume. There is an area to the left of tHRt&@s in the North-East corner of the golf course that wouiddaé for the propagation of some of the more suitable vasiefiee water tends to run from the nearby houses
across this spare piece of land and creates a drainage prolleggest we re-sculpt the ground and create a run-off draictlgimto the creek to the north. This would significantly improveditagnage problem and would
make for an ideal nursery zone. The re-direction of water could also be solved lydrddhage pits and piping.

The addition of these native grasses and shrubs not only creates a much thetie appearance around tees and bunkers but also reduces the amount of thdtgrasdd to be maintained. The selection of the native grasses
and shrubs is critical in that the end result must be low maimten&certainly intend to plant out areas around tees and in partideda ground” between the fronts of tees and the commencentéetfafrway. This creates
a little “carry zone” for players but nothing too difficult to hinder play and slovp#oe of the game. | do not wish to plant out areas that golf balls frequently land.

Cart paths and Course Furniture.

The GCMP should also act as an excellent planning tool for the expensive praaggmgfcart paths. There are several less expensive options available buegstieegbest and longest lasting product. Of course, in an effort
to keep the golf course looking as natural as possible the additi@antgiaths is a necessary evil in the eyes of a golf comrhéext. They are required to keep the flow of golfer traffieving however | will make every
recommendation to camouflage and hide these paths as much as pohsilielusion of the native grasses also is a very valuablinttiod effort to hide the concrete paths. If the golfer standsacimtee and cannot see any
concrete visible then we have successfully done our job.

This report will not delve into the specifics of course furmitbowever the only comment | will make is that we decide dgla suitable for the golf course and stick with it. Consistaadiie key to maintain a fluent style

throughout the course. If a timber retaining wall is chosen asgmfedture for a pond then this should be carried through for allrtiwddks. If concrete kerbing is chosen for the areas arowwdthen this method should be
used throughout. We will be making some adjustments to water bodies &newrwlirse but the use of retaining walls will be minimal. &lél be a new pond biting into the left side of thd' iBeen that could be done as a
wall or very steep grass slope. Whilst | am in favour of blguhky” railway sleeper style walls the downside of theslkdg eventually have a “use by date”. Rock retaining waiscartainly a longer lasting product but | am
not sure if this style would suit Redcliffe Golf Club. As we reach the detailégihdelsase for these golf holes then further investigation will be done into the ofhaiads.

Tees.

These are the starting point for each hole and their importance d@nuootlerstated. They must of course provide a flat playing swafacke positioned correctly with the flow of the golf hole. Thek Wwith the cart path and
landscaping is also critical in their aesthetics and feel for the gef hol

Generally speaking the tees should be no less tham3a@th larger areas required for the Par 3’s. These shortehglals will be more demanding on the teeing ground as they prealoifyimre more damaged due to iron
shots. It is important that all tees point the golfer to the target and blendithethevcart path, kerbing and associated landscaping.



Greens.
The putting greens on the golf course make up a large part of the flavour and emjofythe entire golf course. They must be near perfect in terms of desidgmtiassind condition.
There should be a good mix of green sizes which should complement the hole strdtémysite location. The greens at Redcliffe could range from?3&0550m>.

The green size, contouring and orientation should reward play from tferied” side of the fairway. On a well designed golf hbk&eplayer taking a risk off the tee should be rewarded witssaobstructed line of attack to
the pin. Those taking the easier, less encumbered line off the tee should be forcecbto®weore obstacles en route to the target.

I do not envisage over-dramatic contouring in the Redcliffe pustimtaces and will always look to maximise the amount allowetefal pin placements. The movement on the greens will be maintie $ut will certainly
promote plenty of interest for the golfers.

The key to a good set of putting greens is to create as muehy\as possible and not reproduce the same shape or strgéegyaad again. This will be very difficult with some of thésérg greens being retained however at
some point in the future all greens will need to be looked at and improved. Variety ig.the ke

Bunkers.
The bunkering on the course appears to be one of the main objectives for undertakimagtiigplanning process so careful thought has been given to their new locatiermsdstdnstruction method.

In keeping with the risk and reward design theme there reallynedgs to be minimal obstacles at the green and landing zoneat® aistrong strategy for each hole hole. Of course whernomegti‘obstacles” these can be
bunkers, water, vegetation or a simple mound or hollow. At the grdeteVve these mounds and hollows are a greatly under-used feayol courses and you will note from the GCMP that | utiliseéfeature a lot more
in the design.

A bunker is far more expensive to build and maintain so have delilyetagel to keep their presence to a minimum. When a bunker hasbggested | do not intend to have large sprawling areas of santhlier simple
shapes will adequately provide the strategic obstacle needed.

The size of each bunker will vary from betweenn¥@o 200m?and the shapes will still be very simple without too many irteiceses and twists. | prefer to have a sharp lip at the fabe blunker particularly as they bite
into putting surfaces. There should always be easy access points into each bilnkerstgep step-ins.

The subgrade of each bunker is constructed in clay and theageapipe installed. At this point the bunker fabric is laid on thepsteparts of the face and tucked into the drain lines. The purpdbkes ohatting is to
significantly reduce the contamination between the clay subgratitha sand. The matting itself has a spongy texture and the @iradtially place less sand on the faces which reduces the amhplugging. Most golf balls
should spring off the face and land in the base of the bunkersgsréferred. As there is less sand on the face the watéoyim events, the water penetrates through the fabric beforenxgimio the drain lines. This results in
far less washouts and far less maintenance time getting them back in play.

Whilst | still prefer the sand of the faces “flashed up’ they will not be largansive faces and hopefully as subtle as possible, enough to let the golfer kaasvaherzard ahead.



Individual Hole Analysis

- Add native grass planting in front of tees.

- Remove first fairway bunker on left.

- Re-model and adjust second fairway bunker at 250m.
- Retain exiting green.

- Re-shape and reduce size of right side greenside bunkers and reshape mounding tddnevithi#t tees.

- Remove left greenside bunkers and replace with shapes and swales.
- Extend path on right for wider access point and less stress on grass.

Playing Strategy

- Aim tee shot towards left side of fairway with longer hitters flirtinghvione bunker.

- Left side sets up easier line to green angled from left to right.

- Those opting for less hindered right side of fairway will be faced with manetidg approach.

Ladies Par 3 160m

- Tees adjusted to maximise hitting area

- Add native grass planting in front of tees providing it keeps clear of errasthitaibwards ¥ green.

- Remove bunker on left and enlarge pond. Water storage will be increased, malldvalgained for other new features on the golf course and the left line teedrewitl be slightly more difficult.
- Re-model large bunker on right of green to be dramatically smaller and blégidwigt mounding and shapes at right-rear of green.

- Maintain small pot bunker at front left.

- Smooth out access route between small pot bunker and the lake to allow plenty of widthkifoy golfers.

- All cart access goes to right of green.

- Putting green as is.

Playing Strategy
- Strategy does not alter much from existing golf hole
- Reduction of bunkering on right side will provide more recovery shot options that incluchg pcitiip shots, flop shots or bump and run.

Hole 4

- Remove small bunker on right at 190m and add new bunker in central location at 230m this wilhpetqlesstion in players mind about the shape and distance of the tee shot.
- Remodel all bunkering along left side of hole near the green and add naties gnassiter edge to improve aesthetics.

- Add new small pot bunker in front — right corner of the green to create further olbstagdproaches.

- Remove rear-right bunker and reshape surrounds.

- Obtain engineers input for stabilisation of steep bank on left of hole. If acagtablout trees to open up vista’s to the south.

- Add new cart path beyond the green near the halfway house to collect walkers aradtgolf

Playing Strategy

- Those wishing to get home in two now must “thread the needle” with the new fairway lankihe left side of the fairway. A drawn shot for the right hander might lbesheption.
- The putting green is unchanged however new small pot bunker on right will create an atigd.obs

- The ground will be re-shaped beyond this new bunker to assist drainage and crestinigtecovery shots.




Hole 5

Mens Par 4 364m

Ladies Par 4 354m

- Rear tee unchanged however add additional tee in front where space permits.

- Remove small tree on left at 100m to improve line of sight.

- Remove trees on right of pond and enlarge water shape. This will work strategitfaliige golf hole and promote a more aesthetic water body.

- Re-build the green to favour a shot from the left side. Add the greenside bunkendgai®d to provide a more difficult approach from the right side.

- Add a short extension to the cart path at the bottom of the hill to allow the cartsds fooea wider space. This will promote better turf quality and less wear.

Playing Strategy

- The clearing of the trees and expansion of the water will produce a very mjoeigef hole.

- To obtain the best line in the golfer will need to hit near the water edge. Pleagnoexists on the right side of the fairway however the approach will be moending.
- The green could be constructed with two distinct levels as it bites into the hitisiceraar.




Hole 6

Mens Par 4 389m

Ladies Par 4 317m

- Rear tees unchanged.

- Move ladies tee to left side for improved line to dog-leg.

- Clear, prune and trim some trees on right side to improve line of sight.

- Add native grasses around teeing area.

- Driving zone unchanged.

- Green as is but remodel right side bunkers.

- Remove left bunker and replace with mounding.

- Ensure wide access up left side of green for both walkers and golf carts. Gayaogiw path with native grasses if necessary.
- Add tree planting along right of green to promote better safety ffbtaes.

- Add some tree planting left of trees to protect nefl te2s

Playing Strategy
- Adifficult narrow landing area remains but golfers should attempt to keepliHefbside for easier line to green
- New mounding on left of green will provide tricky recovery shots from the left




Hole 7

Mens Par 3 207m

Ladies Par 3 182m

- Tees slightly modified to maximise hitting zone and have larger middle tee.

- New green to be built in long narrow shape angled from left to right.

- Bunkering on right side will prove to add difficulty to the hole but also add some pootéwin errant balls coming in fronf'4ee.
- No bunkering on left side of green but new sand added short and left.

- Shaping in front of green to ensure straight balls can run onto green.

Playing Strategy

- Still a very strong Par 3 hole with a left to right shot the preferred shape

- The lone bunker short of the green will need to be avoided to run the ball onto the green
- Clear access room should now exist on the left side to the next tee via the newhcart pat




Hole 8

Mens Par 4 319m

Ladies Par 4 286m

- Tees slightly widened to the left to allow a right handed play to draw a shot tmthied area. The existing tee shot is a little claustrophobic and unfair.

- Tees definitely not as wide as old unused tees as this would worsen safety pootdgrinside.

- Add fairway bunker on outside of dog-leg and ensure it blends well with new bunkering on |&ftgreéa.

- Green as is however remodel bunkers short of the target. Safety was not idast#iptbblem with the housing on the right of the green so no need to move green left and re-shape.
- Trees to remain on left of green for added safety tbtéds but remove and reshape small bunker.

Playing Strategy
- Only a short hole but players will need to be to the outer side of the fairway o loégaline in.
- Some unusual shapes on the inside of the dog-leg will be smoothed over however théegbeeksiring will need to be avoided when playing from this side.




Hole 9

Mens Par 4 417m

Ladies Par 5 414m

- Tees slightly adjusted to align better with hole.

- First fairway bunkers on right removed.

- New bunker added about 250m on the left side guarding the best line to the flag.

- Green as is but add new water body along right side to improve poor drainage zonbe\W&w ivater added the bunkering can be dramatically reduced in size and only hese sim&rt of the green on the right.
- Remove tree short on the left to provide easier lay-up zone.

- All cart and walker access along left side of green.

Playing Strategy

- Still a very long, strong Par 4 even though slightly downhill

- Longer hitters must avoid the new bunker on the left to obtain best line in.

- Those not wanting to hit green can play this hole as a mini-par 5 and lay up short-left.
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Hole 10

Mens Par 5 471m

Ladies Par 5 404m

- Tees unchanged but some tree clearing and pruning to open up line to the right.

- Large group of trees to be removed to widen landing zone considerably. This willéakerproff property boundary to the left.

- Bunkering on the outer side of the fairway to be reduced and remodelled to suit.

- In order to fix a very poorly drained part of the course the water enteringeHeosit the road must be directed in a narrow dish drain, across the fairway ahe imavtpond near th&' @reen.
- The longer hitters will still have almost 260m before running into new creek.

- Engineers input will be required for the connection from the drainage sump at the endaftlthayr The creek will be a dry bed at some times of the year.

- The area to the left of the driving zone can be used as a turf nursery or plant jpvogat

- Remainder of fairway bunkering adjusted as per plan and some sand removal on téeighthe green.

- Putting green remains as is.

Playing Strategy
- Tee shot has a wide landing zone however players may want to keep to the rigigtfer hne of attack.
- The green will still be reachable for long hitters however the bunker on theidghuill be target for the best line of attack for a lay-up shot.



Hole 11

Mens Par 3 157m

Ladies Par 3 146m

- Tees unchanged however selectively trim, prune and remove trees on the right sideatacdlly improve sunlight and improve turf quality.
- Extend cart path on right side to connect with halfway house. Use native goalsigkspath as best as possible.

- Putting green as is.

- Remodel bunkering on left side of green and ensure the shapes blend well withrwew tiainker on the"8

- Remove greenside bunkers at rear and on right of green and replace with nuistesgbes.

Playing Strategy
- The playing strategy of the hole will remain similar to current however thegresssy shapes on the right will provide more interesting recovery shots.



Hole 12

Mens Par 4 360m

Ladies Par 4 330m

- Move tees forward into much safer location frothatid 11" greens.

- Excavate small hill on left of fairway to allow line of sight to new bunkearmdihg zone.

- The new bunker will be at 240m and will be in a central-left location.

- The putting green will be remodelled as will much of the surrounds.

- Remove the large bunker on the left of the green and create a deep “trench” diaagoalt the front of the green.

- The new green will be lowered and angled from left to right to accept a stestfbah the left side of the fairway.

- The rear of the green can be shapes to provide tricky recovery however someariolwaring required making some space and providing better drainage.
- The green will be slightly more difficult to combat the loss of distance on thagjelf

Playing Strategy
- Aim tee shots to the left of centre to obtain best line in.
- The diagonal trench in front of green will still allow balls to be run on however anywhiboteft to right shape may tend to sling further right short of the green.



Hole 13

Mens Par 3 135m

Ladies Par 3 114m

- Tees slightly adjusted to maximise hitting area.

- Front half of the tee may need to be lowered to gain clear view to new puttingsgrésce.

- Add path from left of tee, across fairway and connect with right side.

- Add native planting to hide path as best as possible.

- Remove small trees on right to provide ample “bail out” zone.

- Bite new water body into left side of green to create tricky left pirtimts

- The new green will be bunkerless however some sharp slopes off the edges eémheiljidemand precise distance control.

- Consideration should be given during the detailed design phase as to whethesttie tdfthe green includes a retaining wall or a steep grassed slope.

Playing Strategy
- Club selection will be critical to this small target.
- Those missing green to right will have plenty of room but tricky recovery shibtsewequired.



Hole 14

Mens Par 4 297m

Ladies Par 4 288m

- Much deliberation was spent on the recommendations to this golf hoignallsi it was earmarked to be shortened and straightened mtoweadrivable Par 4 however after continued discussion it was ddoided
basically remain as is

- Tees remain as is however some native plantings can be added to improvesesttieeduce turf area.

- Fairway and green remains as is however trim prune and remove treeséiledgé to promote more daring shots at the target.

- Reduce and re-model the greenside bunkering as indicated.

- Add some tree planting on the right side of the fairway to add protection t8 greeh.

Playing Strategy

- The strategy is similar to the current set-up with shots hugging the lefokttgefairway gaining slightly easier approach shot angle.
- Balls hit right of centre off the tee will be forced to carry the bunkenugaaroid the sharp drop off the right side of the green.

- Generally the recovery shots from the right side swales will be moreuttitthan sand recovery shots.
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Hole 15

Mens Par 4 385m

Ladies Par 4 310m

- The addition of the new tiger tee will extend the hole from 359m to 385m however as it avlbbiog shot to the corner this tee should only be used for “special” events.
- Cart paths added near tees however much of the golf hole is unchanged.

- The putting green remains as is however some adjustments made to the surrounds.

- Retain only bunker on right side (remodelled) however convert left side to steep daopl gffassy hollows.

Playing Strategy
- With the long bunker on the right of the green the aim will be to hug the tree line oft thighl@ long drive.
- Approach shots coming in from the right side must content with the lone bunker and the sthalésfaof the green.



Hole 16

Mens Par 5 506m

Ladies Par 5 401m

- Tees unchanged however some native plantings could be added.

- Re-direct cart path to left side under tree line to keep out of eye line and vastlyénaesthetics

- No obstacles in place at the landing zone as much of the temptation occurstigrthalfeof the golf hole.

- Trees in the centre of the fairway remain however convert the sandyavaatto mounding and native grasses. This area is still designated anl@dstacle and “penalty zone” for golfers.

- Create a new putting green that is wide however not too deep. Add a lone bunker in fronagedindic

- This new green alignment will provide multiple pin options and therefore multiplgdaptions near the trees on the fairway

- Pins to the right will probably be better attacked from the right side vigifilgiins will be easier approached from the left. This will create mamiety when playing the golf hole and reducing repetition.
- The trees to the right of the green should be removed to promote easier access andligbteéo a troublesome drainage area.

Playing Strategy

- Without a South-westerly wind this hole can still be reachable for longshittevever there will be a penalty for not striking the second shot perfectly.
- Varying pin locations will provide much more interest to the hole by asking moreangestithe lay-up shot.

- The green will be wide and shallow and approach shots will need to have excellenedistanal.



Hole 17

Mens Par 4 369m

Ladies Par 4 291m

- Tees unchanged however formalise cart path.

- Landing area remains obstacle free although some tree clearing caomdce left and a slight enlargement of the water body.

- The expansion of this water body will add starch to the strategy of the holelef$ guge of the fairway will be the best line to attack the green.

- The “beach bunker” on the left can be remodelled to better suit the water edgeartdnaximum strategic effect on the green.

- The putting green remans as is and as with the previous golf hole the treeshtandukedn the right to allow more sunlight and result in better turf quality.

Playing Strategy

- Keep the tee shot left to obtain best line to flag.

- More landing room exists on the right side of the fairway however the angdles green as tighter.
- Plenty of bail-out room will exist on the right of the green.



Hole 18

Mens Par 4 387m

Ladies Par 4 296m

- Tees unchanged however add native plantings.

- Add new fairway bunker at 240-250m to create more thought for longer hitters.

- Retain but remodel bunkering left and right of the target but reinforce stiafteggferred angle from left side of fairway.

- Add native plantings at rear of both bunkers and in particular extend plantings bethimohkefr to hide existing retaining wall.
- Remove large tree short left of green for improved sunlight and open up accestotabats and walkers.

Playing Strategy
- Aim tee shots to left of fairway to obtain better line in.
- Shots pushed right off tee must still avoid trees and also forced to carry deglemsker on right.
